FAQs:
Q. How many slots are available in the course?

A. This is an open course for 15 students, however, there are reserved slots
      for our agencies that provide our externship.

Q. What if there are more applicants than slots?

A.  Those not being sponsored by one of the reserve slot agencies will be required 
to take a 100 question medical test based at the EMT-I knowledge level.  Those 
with the best scores will be selected. If a tie should occur, the decision will be 
based on who submitted their on-line application first.

Q.  How much can I miss?

A. The State OEMS mandates that you can not miss more than 15% of the
      classroom/lab time. 

Q. Can I carry over competencies from my Intermediate course?  

A. Competencies can be carried forward only after you have completed the required clinical/field hours.  All recognized competencies must have occurred within two years of the program start date. Each skill must be documented as demonstrating competency during the current program. 
Q. Can I do externships will I am on duty?

A. This is only allowed if:  It is scheduled with the ES office, your employer allows it, you are riding as a third person, and the preceptor is an approved preceptor.

Q. When do I have to pay by?

A. Full payment is due October 19th, 2009. 

Q. Can my municipality be billed?

A. Yes 

Q. What if I decide to quit the class; can I get a refund?

A. You are eligible for a refund if you quit the class (notify the Coordinator) by the end of the class session on October 19th.  A $150 processing fee will be administered against the course cost. 
Q. When will externships and clinicals be scheduled?

A. The ES office is only allotted certain days and times with area EMS and clinical agencies.  The Clinical Resource Associate will attempt to accommodate your needs while still working within our allotted slots. 

Q. How much externship can I do with my own agency?
A. No more than 50% with your own agency, if the agency has a contract with the

  
College. This is arranged with the Clinical Resource Associate. 

Q. Will my agencies background check be ok?

A. No, background checks must be completed no more than 60 days prior to the start of clinicals.

Q. Why must I complete a drug screen?  

A. All of our clinical agencies require that students complete a drug screen no more than 30 days prior to the start of clinicals.

Q. If I am already a Carilion Employee do I have to complete the annual Carilion orientation, restraint check-off and confidentiality agreement.

A. Yes or provide student services with the information that is in date.

Q. Do I have to buy uniforms.

A.  Yes, if you are acting in the capacity of a student you must be identified as a student.
