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 Basic Searching and Citing of NetLibrary eBooks
   NetLibrary is an online collection of over 32,000 electronic books in full text. The subjects covered range across all academic disciplines and include books intended for both scholarly use and for general readers. eBooks are popular with students because they can be accessed 24 hours a day from any networked computer and the full content can be searched by keyword terms without the use of back-of-the-book indexes.  For many of your research assignments, NetLibrary eBooks may be considered to be valid sources. Your professors or campus librarians can help you determine whether any book, in either electronic or print format, is a scholarly source. If in doubt, ask before citing any questionable source in a college research paper.
    NetLibrary eBooks are found via the “Electronic Resources Gateway” located under the “Library” tab in Blackboard.  You may access this service from both on or off campus. 
   The NetLibrary program defaults to a Basic Search screen. For a simple search, type a single term into the search box and click the “Search” button:

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To focus results, try searching titles of eBooks for your term(s):
