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Essential Resume-building Tips 
 

You’re ready to graduate.  Congrats!  But is your resume ready 

to get you a job once you do?  Maybe not.  Worse yet, you may not 

even have a resume.  A resume is your first chance to make an 

impression on a potential employer.  Without a quality resume 

highlighting your value, you more than likely won’t even get an 

interview, let alone get hired. 

If you’ve never created one or haven’t updated yours in some 

time, don’t worry!  These tips can quickly get your resume into 

shape: 
 

Typically, you’ll want to include standard content areas: 

Contact information, Objective Statement and/or  

Qualification Summary, Education, Relevant Experience, 

Applicable Skills 
 

Include keywords associated with your profession and from 

advertised position descriptions.  Ex. Don’t say, “Practice 

getting blood pressure and heart rate.”  Instead say, 

“Experience taking vital statistics.” 
 

Think like an employer by asking yourself, “Why would (and wouldn’t) I hire me?”  Then play 

up your assets and downplay your limitations.  But always be honest! 
 

If your resume contains personal information unrelated to your job, you might fall victim to 

discrimination, even if you're qualified for the position.  Know what information should be 

included and what shouldn’t. 
 

Have a respected member of your field, like a professor, advisor, or mentor, look over your 

resume and give you suggestions. 
 

Create an attractive hard copy resume and a version in ASCII (text) format that can be easily 

copied into web-based applications.

- Catherine Pulsifer  

Message from Sarah Ross to 

Spring 2010 Graduates 

 

 

 

 

ñTry a Study Group!ò 
 

One of the best ways to  

review a lot of information is with 

a study group. Study groups  

allow you to hear information 

from someone else’s  

perspective, thus providing  

insight that you may not have 

considered. Because you often 

only hear the information from 

the professor’s point of view, it 

helps to hear it again from  

someone else who may rephrase 

it differently. Furthermore, the 

more often you process  

information, the more likely you 

are to remember it, which is why 

frequent review is so important.  

For a study group to run well, 

a few rules must be followed. A 

study group should be relatively 

small (think 3-5 people).  

Everyone in the group needs to 

come prepared. Everyone should 

participate, even if one does not 

know the information well.  

During the group review, each 

group member should lead a 

discussion on his/her topic.  

Finally, the group should meet in 

an optimal place for studying 

(e.g., study lounge, library).
