EDUCATION FACILITIES AND STUDENT SERVICES PROVIDED 

Education Facilities:

1. The PN Program is located on the Jefferson College of Health Sciences Campus.
2. Our classrooms are equipped with adequate lighting, air conditioning and heating.  Various forms of education equipment are used such as overhead projector equipment, T.V. and VCR for videos, dry erase boards, charts, anatomy models, a lap top computer for PowerPoint presentations and demonstration manikins and equipment.

3. Students have a lounge area within Carilion Roanoke Community Hospital/Jefferson College of Health Sciences  called the “Doghouse” (4th floor, CRCH/JCHS).  
4. Students also have access to the Jefferson College of Health Sciences Library, Carilion Roanoke Memorial Hospital Medical Library and the Carilion Roanoke Community Hospital Health Sciences Library which provides over 100+ ebooks, 7,000+ ejournals, interlibrary loan, literature searches and within the Carilion Medical Center Libraries there are over 20,000 books, 430+ journals and 1500 AV materials, etc.

Additional Libraries for JCHS Students

· Hollins University, Roanoke College Libraries and ECPI

Students have borrowing privileges at each of these local colleges, using their College identification badges. The Hollins University and Roanoke catalogs can be accessed through the JCHS Library homepage. Materials in these libraries cover a wider range of topics than the health sciences focus at the College.

· Roanoke City, Roanoke County and Salem Public Libraries

Students may use materials in these libraries in house.  Permanent residents of these localities may obtain library cards for free and check out books; others may obtain cards after paying a fee.

· Virginia Western Community College Library

All students may use this library in house and Virginia residents may obtain checkout privileges.

· Veterans Administration Medical Center Library

Students may use materials in this library in house by making an appointment.
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5. Students have access to black and white laser printers in the Educational Technology Center 24/7 (except while testing is in progress) and in the Library during regular Library hours.  A black and white copier is also available for student use in the Library.  Each printout costs $.10, and each page copied on the Library copy machine costs $.05.

6. Students also have computer access provided with Internet service in the Educational Technology Center (ETC), which is a 25-station computer lab located in Room 509 on the fifth floor of Carilion Roanoke Community Hospital (CRCH).

7. A variety of clinical sites are used such as Carilion Roanoke Memorial Hospital, Pheasant Ridge Nursing & Rehabilitation Center, Roanoke County Schools and Physician Office Groups.

Services:

A cafeteria is available at CRCH (4th floor) for food purchases and consumption.

When the student is in clinical at CRMH:

a.
Meals:  may be purchased in the hospital Dining Room on the 3rd floor of the South Tower or Jazzman’s on the ground floor.

Coffee Breaks:  Dining Room on the 3rd floor of the South Tower or Jazzman’s on the ground floor.  Vending machines are located throughout the hospital.

Bookstore 

Students should obtain their own books, supplies and consumable materials needed for their studies from the Bookstore or obtain a list of the books from the Program Secretary and order online.


The Bookstore is located in Carilion Roanoke Community Hospital on the 4th floor and carries textbooks and a selection of supplies and general merchandise. Items carrying the College insignia, such as sweatshirts, T-shirts, backpacks and mugs are also available in the Bookstore.


All books with misprints, missing pages, or other publishing mistakes may be exchanged at any time for the same book by presenting the purchase receipt.


Books and other purchases returned for refunds are subject to inspection and must be in new condition with no markings or other damage.  Refunds are made by check and will be mailed to the student.  Used book buyback is at the end of each semester.  Books purchased from students will be paid for with a check or cash, at the discretion of the College.

Health Maintenance Program:

a.

Acceptance into the program is contingent upon a satisfactory Health Assessment:
     
(1)
The Health Assessment must have occurred within 12 months of application to the Program.
(2) The Health Assessment includes the following required immunizations:

a.
MMR (indicated for those with no known history of the viruses)

b.
Tetanus (within the past 10 years)

c.
Hepatitis B (minimum of at least one dose prior to beginning the program)

b.

Students are responsible for their own state of health and existing conditions on enrollment.  Students are also required to carry some form of health insurance and provide written proof of the health insurance.  General health supervision is to be continued by the students' personal physician.

Hospital health program for students

     

(1)
Diagnostic required from student’s physician:

A two-step PPD (Mantoux) skin test is required within the past 12 months prior to enrollment.  If negative, a second PPD is given 1-3 weeks later.  If the PPD is positive or there is any history of a positive PPD, then a recent negative chest x-ray is required.

A drug screening will be conducted within 30 days of beginning clinical.  Refer to Application Packet and Student Handbook for Drug Prevention Policy.

Illness or injury occurring in class or on clinical assignment:

a. A Student becoming ill must report immediately to an instructor or nurse in charge.  The student is encouraged to go to his/her personal physician.  The student may utilize the Emergency Department Services at CRMH at his/her own expense.

Injury occurring in class or on clinical assignments:


(1)
report the injury immediately to an instructor and/or nurse-in-charge.



(2)
first aid treatment will be given by the Employee Health Services of the CMC facility.


(3)
DO NOT go to the Employee Health Services without permission from an instructor and/or nurse-in-charge.  The student will be responsible for service charges if the hospital is not at fault.


(4)
a Safety/Learning report must be completed by the student with the assistance of an instructor.


(5)
students receiving an exposure [an injury (cut, stick, or scrape) with a contaminated instrument (needles, blades, or other sharps), mucous membrane (eyes, inside mouth or nose) contact with blood or bloody body fluids or blood/body fluid contact of an open wound or non-intact skin] should:



(a)
wash the area thoroughly with soap and water (if eye splash, rinse with saline);




(b)
report the incident to their instructor or supervisor immediately so that they can assist the student in the procedure and facilitate testing of the source patient/resident;




(c)

report immediately (within one hour) to his/her primary physician or local Emergency Department and tell them of the exposure to blood or body fluids to facilitate a quick response.  If the source patient/resident is HIV positive, the student should begin treatment within three hours of the exposure.


(6)
the student is responsible for reporting the incident to his/her instructor or immediate supervisor, completion of the Event form and reporting to his/her primary care physician or a local Emergency Department.

 4.    Parking:

Illegal parking will be handled by the CRMH Police Department or the City Police. 
 Free parking with the proper decal is available for students in the lot beside the Riverwalk garage and the parking garage at CRCH.

Telephone:

 a.
All incoming calls must be limited to emergencies and should be directed through the Practical Nursing Program Office at 981-7362.
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 b.
Phones in the clinical areas may not be used for personal calls.  Students may make personal phone calls only on an official break and should use a pay phone to do so.

c.
All cellular/digital telephones brought into the hospital are restricted for use by the general public, physicians, and employees to facility lobbies and designated waiting areas.  All cellular/digital telephones are to be in the “Off” position in the classroom.  When phones are in the clinical area, they are to remain in the “OFF” position, not in stand-by mode.

d.
Beepers may be used on vibrate only.
