7. The college’s tuition and refund policy.

8. Office of Financial Aid written Satisfactory/ Measurable Progress (SAP)

RESPONSIBILITIES

YOUR RESPONSIBILITIES INCLUDE:

1. Use of correct legal name and social security number.

2. Accurate completion of all applicable forms on time.

3. Enrollment in an eligible academic program.

4. Understanding all forms and agreements you are asked to sign and retaining

your copies.

5. Notify the Office of Financial Aid of any change in your name, marital,

financial, academic, and residential status.

6. Notify the Office of Financial Aid of change of address, telephone number

and/or graduation date.

7. Repayment of any loans or grants when required.

8. Notify the Office of Financial Aid of all scholarships and benefits not awarded

by Jefferson College of Health Sciences.

9. Complete the required Entrance and Exit interviews upon being awarded

William D. Ford Direct  Loans.
